Update: this note has been changed to "We cannot offer our services to the public."

5. Getcha, wuxtry! Guess the $15,000 pyramid package they were selling when the story I ran appeared, and which included books by one Marc M. Harris, now a guest of the US government following a money laundering conviction, didn't sell so well, which, along with his unpaid employees there, may be why Boswell / Freeman fled from Costa Rica to here and lowered his club membership dues to $495:

Then, click "about" near the top of the page and when that page comes up, scroll down toward the bottom of the page:

"Legal

BetGoldPalace.com is operated under contract for P.C.I. Investments, S.A. a Panama corporation."

Again, Rex Freeman's Privacy Club International.

Then go to the Wayback Machine and look up WinBig.biz, and get, from June 22, 2004:

Notice the similarities with the Gold Palace stuff above, AND the reference on the page to Gold Palace.

Then, go to http://web.archive.org/web/20040814104722/http://www.winbig.biz/ (from August 14, 2004) and hit one of the few things left on the page, "contact us," and lo and behold what comes up:

"Mailing Address:

c/o Interglobal Finance, S.A.

P.O. Box 6354

Panama 5, Panama"

It's Rex Freeman's Interglobal Finance.
